With such a long beautiful summer the cooler nights will come as a bit of a shock to the system, however for those that don’t already keep their cats inside at night now is an easy time to start to change your cat’s schedule.
Obviously a litter tray needs to be provided at a rate of one per cat to avoid any inappropriate elimination.

The last thing before bed time should be dinner time so that their bellies are full and they are ready to sleep it off. So while they are enjoying dinner it’s time to lock the cat flap!

To avoid any unwanted disturbance through the evening make sure that before dinner is served time is set aside for playing.
Wand toys are best for prey driven cats that love to catch and attack. While lasers are good to get them moving, they are left without the sense of satisfaction if they can’t sink their teeth (and claws) into something.
When your cat has had enough exercise for the evening they will be open mouth panting.
